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Przebieg lekgji
Czynnosci organizacyjno-porzqgdkowe

1. Powitanie, czynnosci organizacyjne.

Faza wprowadzajgca
Wstep. Praca z materiatem audio (ok. 6 min.)
Uczniowie:

e stuchajg piosenki (New Year’s Resolutions) i sledzg jej tekst (karta pracy 1.),

e nastepnie w parach zastanawiajg sie nad tym, jak rozumiejg jej przestanie.
Wspdlne omdéwienie odpowiedzi.

Faza realizacyjna
1. Cwiczenie 1. Praca w grupach 3-osobowych (ok. 5 min).
Uczniowie:

e  zostajg podzieleni na grupy 3-4 osobowe. Kazdy uczen otrzymuje kopie zadania
(karta pracy 2.) i zapoznaje sie z jego trescig,

e nastepnie wspdlnie omawiajg odpowiedzi na pytania,

e kazda grupa krotko przedstawia efekty swojej dyskusji, wybrany przedstawiciel
opowiada, jakie majg wspolne doswiadczenia zwigzane z postanowieniami
noworocznymi.

2. Cwiczenie 2. Praca z tekstem (karta pracy 3.), (ok. 12 min).
Uczniowie:

e czytajg tekst o sposobach spedzania Sylwestra oraz o postanowieniach
noworocznych i odpowiadajg na pytania,

e nastepnie w parach omawiajg pytania pod tekstem (folow-up), odwotujac sie do
wtasnych doswiadczen.

3. Cwiczenie 3. Cwiczenia w méwieniu (karta pracy 4.), (ok. 10 min).

e Dzielimy ucznidw na pary (uczen A i uczen B) i informujemy, ze za chwile bedg
opowiadac sobie nawzajem o swoich wspomnieniach z minionego roku.

o Nastepnie rozdajemy karty pracy i dajemy uczniom kilka minut (ok. 3) na
przemyslenie tego, co chcg powiedzied.

e  Gdy uczniowie sg gotowi, prosimy ucznidéw A, by opowiedzieli swoje historyjki
uczniom B — uczniowie majg na to zadanie 1 minute.

e W nastepnym kroku uczniowie B majg 1 minute na zadanie uczniom A pytan
dotyczacych ich opowiesci.

o Nastepnie odwracamy role i powtarzamy caty proces jeszcze raz.

e Na koniec wybrani uczniowie opowiadajg na forum grupy, czego dowiedzieli sie
od kolegi/kolezanki.

Faza podsumowujgca:
Uczniowie losujg kartki, na ktérych zapisane sg nazwiska znanych postaci (np. Rihanna, Robert
Lewandowski, Britney Spears). Nastepnie w parach wymyslajg dla nich postanowienia noworoczne.
